Wales. He returned to our community and worked for another 22
years at Howmet as he and Mary raised their two daughters. Mr.

Martin remains extremely active at the age of 91.

American Legion Honor Guard, AMVETS (Secretary), Vietnam Veterans (Secretary), American Legion Post

membership in the 40 & 8 (an honor society of military veterans). A full life of service worthy of recognition

and gratitude brings us together to honor Mr. Charles Martin for his example, commitment, and a lifetime
